+ At least four semesters completed at SZTE or ELTE on departure to USA.

+ Students must be enrolled at SZTE or ELTE on departure to USA. Seniors are eligible if they have not completed their state examination on departure to USA.

	+ Scholarships open to students from the SZTE Arts Faculty and the ELTE Arts, Social Sciences, Psychology and Teacher Training Faculties.
	+ The applicant has not attended high school or college/university in the USA or any other English-speaking country for more than one academic year in total. The applicant has not attended high school or college/university in the USA or any other English-speaking country in the last two years (as of date of application).

	+ Students will attend Bard College, Annandale-on-Hudson, New York, or Trinity College, Hartford, Connecticut.

+ Fields of study in USA: the liberal arts curriculum, including History, English, Political Science, Women’s Studies, History of Art and Architecture, American Studies, Literature, Sociology, Economics, Philosophy, Psychology and Mathematics
	+ Minimum TOEFL score of 100 (internet-based), 250 (computer-based), or 600 (paper-based).
+ Applicants can take the TOEFL exam independently and submit their own TOEFL scores as part of their application. Alternatively, they can take the TOEFL ITP offered as part of the selection process at a discounted price. More information on the TOEFL ITP is available at www.iie.eu.

+ Two recommendations from student’s teachers (paper copy in sealed envelope).
